MAT 113 – College Trigonometry
Course Guidelines

Course Credit: 3 semester hours

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course is a study of the trigonometric functions, their properties, their graphs and their application to problems in physics, mechanics and surveying.  It also includes a study of the conic sections and complex numbers.
RATIONALE: A background in trigonometric topics is needed in courses such as the calculus sequence and others.  For students who do not have the needed background, this course is designed to prepare them for the courses they need.  It is a good elective course for students in various majors.
PREREQUISITES: Mat 101 (College Algebra) or Mat 111 (College Algebra with Applications) or two years of high school algebra
LEARNING OBJECTIVES: Students will learn the trigonometric functions, their properties, and their graphs and how to apply them in solving problems
INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES/TECHNIQUES: Instructional procedures include lecture, problem solving, and class discussion.

COURSE CONTENT:   Various topics from chapters 1 – 8 of the textbook will be covered.  These topics include the six trigonometric functions, right triangle trigonometry, radian measure, graphing and inverse functions, identities, solving trigonometric equations, and complex numbers.

Text:   Trigonometry (McKeague/Turner – 6th edition)

           Additional Materials: Calculator
